The Reading Questions (Computer) - Consists of four to five passages and forty-four to sixty questions in seventy to ninety minutes. There are three types of questions: Multiple Choice, Click-on and Insertion questions.

You are given a specific topic and you and you are asked to write an answer to a question on a lined sheet of paper in thirty minutes.

Writing Section (Computer) You are given a specific topic and you are asked to write an answer to a question. You have thirty minutes to type your answer on the computer or to write it on a lined sheet of paper.

V. METODOLOGIA DE LA ENSEÑANZA-APRENDIZAJE

Los cursos de Inglés se basan en la enseñanza activa donde el alumno constituye el centro del proceso de enseñanza - aprendizaje. Durante el  curso se trabaja en el  desarrollo de las habilidades de comprensión auditiva, estructuras de la lengua, lectura y escritura con el propósito de adquirir las estrategias necesarias para presentar el TOEFL versión papel y computadora.

Para lo cual se trabaja con los métodos más modernos en la enseñanza de idiomas tales como:

Método de Aprendizaje Cooperativo. Prácticas en pares o grupos con la ventaja de maximizar la participación, los estudiantes son capaces de colaborar en respuestas, previa oportunidad de confirmar sus conocimientos y aprender de sus compañeros. La ansiedad se reduce y por lo tanto se incrementa el éxito en el aprendizaje.

Método Directo. La comprensión se basa en prácticas auditivas de idioma en grandes cantidades, los estudiantes escuchan el idioma a través del formato de preguntas y respuestas, la pronunciación correcta es relevante, se enfatiza en la descripción y narración.

Método de la Lectura. Este método se enfoca en la adquisición de vocabulario.

Método Audio - Lingual. Basado en diálogos con el objeto de desarrollar en el alumno la habilidad de los angloparlantes. El idioma es presentado de forma oral y no de forma escrita.

Método Natural. Se basa en el análisis lingüístico, el análisis textual, forma comunicativa del idioma y unidades gramaticales.

Método Situacional. El uso del idioma depende de un contexto cultural y situacional. Este método se centra en adquirir el lenguaje apropiado para diferentes ocasiones.

Método Funcional - Nocional. Se basa en las funciones del lenguaje, en la forma apropiada de usar el lenguaje con diferentes personas y la formalidad de las circunstancias.
